~ ASLRRA President Inducted into NRC Hall of Fame

The National Railroad Construction and Maintenance Association
(NRQ) inducted ASLRRA President Chuck Baker into the NRC Hall of
Fame on Jan. 7 at the NRC's annual conference. Baker worked at
the NRC from 2004 to 2019 before being chosen to head ASLRRA.

Baker began at the NRC with no experience in railroads,
construction or the workings of Washington, but approached his
starting role with enthusiasm and a willingness to learn. He held a
number of positions — manager, vice president and executive vice president - before he was hamed
NRC president in 2010.

With Baker at the helm, the NRC “"enhanced its financial standing and expanded its membership,
scope of services, and influence,” according to an NRC press release. For instance, attendance at the
NRC's annual conference went from 350 in 2005 to over 1,000 in 2019, and Baker's efforts on Capitol
Hill helped the NRC grow in stature there.

Joining Baker in this year's NRC Hall
of Fame class were Mike Choat,
retired CSX chief engineer and
former vice president of Wabtec's
Railroad Controls, and Stan Herzog,
former chairman, CEO and president
of ASLRRA member Herzog, who
was inducted posthumously.

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Anacostia President’s Column Highlights Short Lines’ Environmental Efforts

A recent article in ASLRRA member Pacific Harbor Line's company newsletter features a column by
parent company Anacostia Rail Holdings President Peter Gilbertson describing sustainability efforts at
Pacific Harbor Lines (PHL) and other Anacostia railroads, which underscores the way short line freight
railroads are taking environmental issues seriously and working hard to address them.

One way Anacostia and its subsidiaries are tackling this issue is by joining the U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA) Smart\Way program. All of Anacostia’s railroads are SmartWay partners,
which enables them to measure their supply-chain footprint, track their performance and improve
their operational efficiency.

ASLRRA is also a member of SmartWay as an affiliate, helping to support its members' efforts to
become more sustainable, as well as educate others about these endeavors. To that end, ASLRRA
Jjoined with SmartWay to present a webinar helping shippers understand the benefits of using freight
railroads to transport goods. Another webinar, available in ASLRRA’'s On-Demand Webinar library,
explains the opportunities presented by the SmartWay program, while a third allows shippers to
discuss the perks of using rail from their perspective.

Anacostia railroads pursue environmentally friendly practices in other ways. PHL has worked to
upgrade its locomotive fleet to the most efficient Tier 3+ and Tier 4 units, while all of Anacostia’s
railroads have installed automatic shut-down devices on their locomotives. PHL is also trying to
identify the best alternative fuel to use in its fleet and is testing a heavy-duty battery-powered
locomotive developed by ASLRRA member Progress Rail. To learn more about the environmental
impact of ASLRRA-member short lines and the ways they, and freight rail in general, are a more
sustainable shipping option, please visit ASLRRA's Environmental Impact page.

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DOT Grant Programs Expected to Announce Funding Opportunities Soon

ASLRRA expects notice of funding opportunity (NOFO) releases are
likely to occur as early as this month for the Rebuilding American

f:"' : Infrastructure with Sustainability and Equity (RAISE) grant program,
- Rmm'm“ and February for Infrastructure for Rebuilding America (INFRA)

grants.

Each program received significant funding increases in last year's
Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act (IlJA), and Congress created
greater flexibility and eligibility for short lines to participate in both programs in partnership with local
and state project sponsors. According to the DOT, it will have to undertake 44 new programs
established in the llJA, a process that will move slowly, but programs in existence prior to the bill's
enactment are prepared to provide opportunities much sooner.

ASLRRA encourages short lines to prepare now to take advantage of the major increases in funding
for these grant programs and others, such as the CRISI program, when NOFOs are made public. To
help members navigate the grant process, ASLRRA's Member Discount Program Preferred Providers
Bergmann, HDR, Inc. and Global Train Services (GTS) offer grant-writing services at special pricing to
Association members.

Short Line Safety Institute’s One-Minute Videos Focus on Hazmat Regulations

To help railroads review important regulatory requirements for shipment of hazardous materials
(hazmat), the Short Line Safety Institute (SLSI) has created eight HazMat Minute videos.

Each brief video offers a review of hazmat regulations covering topics such as tank car inspections,
position-in-train documents, shipping papers and more. The videos are designed to be incorporated
easily into individual or group training sessions or safety briefings, and several have a corresponding
HazMat Safety Tip.

These HazMat Minutes are based on information included in SLSI's hazardous materials training
classes. Hazmat training brings SLSI experts to railroads to instruct employees at no cost to the
company.

SLSI also offers other hazmat resources online, including longer Fast Class training videos, hazmat
guides and safety tips, all at no cost. These join the many other SLSI safety resources available online
and as in-person training sessions.

FRA Report Examines Concrete Tie Performance

A January report from the Federal Railroad Administration's Office of Research, Development and
Technology discusses concrete tie performance in places with poor track support, based on research
conducted between 2015 and 2019.

With derailments having occurred in places where track support conditions were not ideal,
researchers sought to understand how these conditions affected concrete crossties. The study

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measured the effects of poor support on the stress state of these ties, specifically examining “critical
support conditions for concrete track, the effect of center binding and cracking conditions on tie
performance, and the effect of water on tie crack propagation rates.”

The results of this study have prompted changes to chapter 30 of the AREMA Manual of Railway
Engineering, as well as to the FRA's Track and Rail and Infrastructure Integrity Compliance Manual.

In a statement, ASLRRA President Chuck Baker welcomed Bose's
confirmation.

‘On behalf of our country’'s 600 small business short line freight
railroads, | congratulate Amit Bose on being confirmed by the U.S. Senate as Administrator of the
Federal Railroad Administration. I'd also note that Amit is the first Indian American to be appointed to
this role and that is to be celebrated,” said Baker.

“His confirmation comes at a critical time for our industry, right on the heels of passage of the
Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act (IIJA) - a game-changing measure that provides vast new
opportunities to help rebuild and bolster our short line freight rail network through such programs as
CRISI, INFRA, RAISE, RRIF, PIDP, and the new grade crossing separation program.

We look forward to working with Administrator Bose and his top-notch team at the FRA to put these
new resources to work advancing key projects that enhance safety, reduce greenhouse gas
emissions, and solve our country's supply chain crisis. \We are also eager to continue working
collaboratively to harness the power and promise of technology to continue moving freight rail
forward.”
